THE CREATIVE WRITING PROGRAM, SPRING 2026

All classes are permission-only and require an application. Please type as much as necessary in each section – there is no need to shrink the text to fit your answer into the allotted space. Some classes require writing samples and/or have pre-requisites; refer to the list at the end of this application. Check the Spring 2026 Course Atlas on the Creative Writing website or email nora.lewis@emory.edu for clarification. Faculty bios are also available on the website.

All students, both majors and non-majors, must take one 200-level Introduction course before advancing to Intermediate 300-level workshops; check the Course Atlas for exceptions.

NOTE: Creative Writing courses with a “W” will fulfill the Continuing Communication & Writing requirement. Courses with an “R” may be repeated (taken twice) for credit.

DEADLINES: The priority deadline for Intermediate and Advanced applications is October 29; the hard deadline is December 3 (exceptions only for later schedule changes and Oxford graduates). Late applications have a reduced chance of workshop acceptance. Students can expect to receive acceptance decisions starting November 7. Please do not send multiple emails inquiring about the status of your application – you will be notified as soon as possible.

· Intermediate Fiction – Pre-requisite: any 200-level workshop; 10-15 pages of fiction (double-spaced), genre fiction accepted
· Intermediate Poetry – Pre-requisite: any 200-level workshop; 3-4 poems on separate pages 
· Advanced Fiction – Pre-requisite: A or A- in Intermediate Fiction; 10-15 pages of fiction (double-spaced)
· Advanced Poetry – Pre-requisite: A or A- in Intermediate Poetry; 3-4 poems on separate pages 
· Advanced Playwriting/Drama – Pre-requisite: A or A- in Intermediate Playwriting; 10 pages of a play   
· Nonfiction Magazine and Long-form Writing – Pre-requisite: none, this class is not open to first-year students; 6-10 pages of nonfiction or journalistic writing OR explain in a 3-page essay what motivates you to seek a course that emphasizes nonfiction/journalism
· Nonfiction: Memoir – Pre-requisite: any 200-level workshop; 3-5 pages of nonfiction  
· Screenwriting – Pre-requisite: any 200-level workshop or FILM 101/270; 2-5 pages in any genre, preferably dramatic writing
· Journalism in the Movies – Pre-requisite: none, this class is not open to first-year students; 2 non-scientific papers that exhibit deep research (10-20 pages total)
· Archival Poetics and Eco-poetics – Pre-requisite: none; choose one of three options: up to 2 pages of poetry; up to 1 page of essay writing; or up to 2 pages of both poetry and essay
· Adaptation for TV and Film – Pre-requisite: any 200-level workshop or FILM 101/270; 2-5 pages in any genre, preferably dramatic writing
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
